1. BLACK BRIDGE
ca. 1910
(Montezuma Castle Hwy.)

This first major bridge in Camp Verde area was con-
structed across the Verde River north of
downtown along Montezuma Castle Highway. It was
built to allow travel to Montezuma Castle National
Monument, a federally protected Sinaguar@0m cliff
dwelling. The bridge also allowed better overall access
to all routes north. The structure is made of reinforced
concrete.

A sidewalk with guard fence allows walkers to view the
beautiful Verde River.

2. CLEAR CREEK CHURCH & CEMETERY 9
ca. 18981899
(S. Verde Parkway)

Clear Creek Church, owned by the Camp Verde Historical
Society, has been a school, church and even a cannery in
earlier days. When being built, many volunteers worked
on this project. The outside limestone came from a quarry
in the White Hills near Hayfield Wash constructed by a
stone mason, Edwin C. Nursey, an Englishman who came
to the area in the 1870s.

Located at 3010 S. Verde Parkway, this facility which was restored ir1197% is avail-
able for weddings and funerals. Contact the Camp Verde Historical Society at (928) 567

The Clear Creek Cemetery is located across the road containing graves of many old Camp
Verde names.
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
