
1. MOVIES  

The film, ñKingdom of the Spiders,ò was shot in Camp Verde with townspeople playing extras. This 1970s sci-fi  

film starred a young William Shatner  (of Star Trek and Boston Legal), along with Tiffany Bolling, Woody 

Strode, Lieux Dressler and Altovise Davis. Copies are difficult to find, but can be purchased through video web 

sites.  

 Story line: A farmer, whose cow falls ill for no apparent reason, calls a  veterinarian  in rural Verde  

            Valley. Once it is determined that it is a  toxic spider bite, an entomologist from Arizona State University  

            comes to Camp Verde looking for the vet.

Cliff 

Castle Casino, voted #1 casino eight years in a row, is owned and operated by the Yavapai-Apache Nation which 

brings well-known entertainers to its large outdoor pavilion venue located at I-17 and Middle Verde Road.
