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Camp Verde, located within the Verde Valley, enjoys a long Arizona agricultural history.
Early settlers discovered a lush verdant region; old records mention hay sales to Fort Verde, cat-
tle drives to Flagstaff, and produce sold to miners and smelters in Jerome and Clarkdale.

Keeping in the spirit of this abundant ranching and farming heritage, a new agricultural cot-
tage industry of grape growing has cropped up in close proximity to Camp Verde. At its earliest
juncture, finished wines from these Verde Valley wineries are quickly gaining the interest of lo-
cals and visitors alike, promising a prosperous era of new viticulture delights. Take a day or two;
handpick from this list in order to treat your wine-tasting palette. Tastings available at nominal
costs.

Keep your eyes on this winery as big ex-
pansion plans are underway including a B&B, bistro, amphitheater, and chapel. From 1-17, take
Arizona 260 northwest 8 miles, turn right on Thousand Trails to Alcantara Way where it dead-
ends at Thousand Trails Resort. Continue left along a long dirt road to the vineyard gate. Open
Wednesday-Sunday, 11 a.m. to 5 p.m.
